It is suggested that Comparative EMS Systems and Disaster Preparedness courses be taken after the completion of paramedic training, so as not to 

interfere with the rigorous clinical internship requirements of the paramedic program.  Approximately 700 hours of clinical training is conducted in 

addition to the classroom sessions.
